NOTICE OF ADOPTION OF LOCAL LAW

The Greene County Legislature on March 15%, 2023, adopted Local Law Number 2 of the
Year 2023, as follows:

LOCAL LAW NUMBER 2 OF 2023
ALOCAL LAW ADJUSTING THE WEIGHTED VOTE OF THE GREENE COUNTY
LEGISLATURE.
BE IT ENACTED by the County Legislature of the County of Greene as follows:

Section 1 Legislative Intent

It is the intent of the Greene County Legislature by this local law to adjust the weighted vote of
the individual members of the Greene County Legislature to reflect the results of the 2020
United States Federal census.

Section 2 Legislative Authority

This local law is enacted pursuant to the provisions of Section 10(1)(i1)(ii)(a)(13) of the Municipal
Home Rule Law.

Section 3. Weighted Vote of the Greene County Legislature

(a) The population to be utilized in adjusting the votes of the Greene County Legislature shall be
the 2020 United States Federal census exclusive of those persons incarcerated in state
correctional institutions and facilities located within Greene County.

(b) The weighted voting calculations shall be based upon the 2022 Greene County Weighted
Vote Recalculation Report prepared for Greene County by the Research Foundation for the
State University of New York through the Benjamin Center of SUNY New Paltz, dated
September 14, 2022. The Weighted Vote Recalculation Report utilizes the Banzhaf Power
Index for the recommended adjustment of weighted votes.

(c) For purposes of this local law the 2020 population and the weighted voting system for
Greene County shall be as follows:
